	Response:
1. No. Wigan Borough CCG does not have a specific service specification; however, we have an all-age Palliative and EOL Care Strategy and are actively working to integrate this across the borough with all our system partners to provide a service across the borough which supports children and their families on a Palliative or End of life Care pathway.  Wigan Borough CCG Commission a Community Children’s Complex Needs Team who provide care and support for palliative care children identified to their service with support from Derian House Children’s Hospice where necessary.  It is important to note that a lot of children’s services for conditions that are life limiting sit outside of the CCGs commissioning responsibility and are part of Specialist commissioning. 

2. No.  We do not have an SLA in place which specifies these criteria in this detail.  At an informal level some criteria may be met, parents of CYP on complex caseloads do contribute to ACP’s however we do not have a specific service spec or SLA.  Specialist teams at Tertiary Centres outside of the borough would develop ACP’s, with the child and family, and communicate as part of the discharge transfer planning back to the teams within Wigan borough.
3. No.  We do not have an SLA in place which specifies these criteria in this detail. If the needs of the child required Consultant support from within the borough the General Practitioner would refer to the appropriate speciality.
4. No.  We do not have an SLA in place which specifies these criteria in this detail. However, if a clinical team identified that this level of support was necessary, the family, Child/YP or sibling could be referred to Derian House Children’s Hospice who could provide the necessary support e.g. Art Therapy, Workshops.
5. No.  We do not have an SLA in place which specifies these criteria in this detail.  If palliative and EoL care needs are identified, health and social care clinicians can refer to the Specialist Palliative and EoL Care Team at Derian House Children’s Hospice.
6. No.  Wigan Borough CCG does not have a specific Palliative and End of Life Specification.  Wigan Borough has a 
        Bereavement Strategy Group, attended by all system partners, and Bereavement Leads training has been provided 
        to 60 members of staff who provide support to families and children within the borough.  Support can also be 

        received from Derian House Children’s Hospice.
7. Whilst Wigan Borough CCG does not have a specific specification please see response to point 6.  The Children’s 
       Community Complex Needs Team provide support and care for children Monday to Friday 08.00 to 18.00 hrs. 
        Children who receive Palliative and End of Life care from Tertiary Centres and Children’s Hospitals outside of the  

        borough have a Key Worker who leads their care pathway from the Trust.  Palliative and End of Life Care for this   

        group of patients is provided in conjunction with Derian House Children’s Hospice, Manchester Children’s Hospital

        and Alder Hey Children’s Hospital End of Life Team who liaise with the Complex Children’s team within Wigan 
        borough.  
        Additionally, infants, children and young people receiving care and treatment from Specialist Services outside of 

        the borough have access to 24-hour telephone support helplines and Specialist Palliative Care Teams based at 

        the Specialist Services location e.g. Alder Hey Children’s Hospital. 

8. No.  We do not have an SLA in place which specifies these criteria in this detail.  Derian House Children’s Hospice 
       support the whole family from parents, siblings and grandparents.  Derian on Holiday helps children and young   

        people, whose lives are too short, to make happy memories in an environment of fun, respect and high quality 
        care at 2 sites across the North West (Ribby Hall Holiday Village and South Lakes Leisure Village) providing purpose 

        built disability lodges for respite breaks.
